MARIO AND MARIA’S FEELINGS AND CLOTHING
1. Objective

-To teach students vocabulary about feelings and parts of the body by using the doll. They will practice pronunciation when they repeat the vocabulary of feelings, parts of the body, and clothing. They will learn the different kinds of clothing girls and boys each use. It will help in the teaching and learning process because it will be easy for the students to relate the feelings they already know in their mother tongue with something as attractive as this doll. 
2. Rationale
-This doll is useful and effective for the presentation of feelings because students will easily relate facial expressions with feelings with the help of a character. These feelings are happy, sad, worried, and surprised. The doll is a complete body. This helps teachers and students identify the parts of the body of a person (head, arms, hands, legs, tummy, etc.). It is also useful to present clothing vocabulary for both girls and boys such as blouse, shirt, pants, skirt, and tennis shoes. This doll has many uses and objectives which help it reach a specific objective. It is also very attractive because each part of this doll is articulated so that it can be moved. Also, the faces with the feelings are removable as well as the clothing. This allows the doll to be dressed however the teacher or student wants depending on the face which is pasted on the doll (boy or girl).
3. Ss’ profile
· Children of all social status are able to use it. The attitudes that students need to have are respect, imitation of feelings, willingness to learn something new, necessity to learn this vocabulary to use it in daily life, and willingness to follow instructions. The motivation that exists is collaborating with others, participating in the class, doing dynamic activities, and having the freedom of working independently from the teacher. The learning strategies that this material has are using imagery, placing new words into a context, using physical response or sensation, recombining, paying attention, self-evaluation, cooperating with others, using laughter, getting help, etc. Students with different learning styles or intelligences such as visual, kinesthetic, auditory, intrapersonal, and interpersonal can easily work with it.
